The International Health Certificate must
also be submitted together with the visa application form.

(@ The applicant must possess a passport with a validity of at
least six months and must be in possession of a valid return ticket with date
of departure within 15 days of the date of entry;

(b) The applicant must fill out an application form, which is
available at the Visa-on-Arrival counter at Suvarnabhumi International
Airport, supply one recent passport-sized photograph and pay a fee of
1,000 baht.
